Capital Campaign Update  
   Contributions in the amount of $33,837.60 were received in 
July bringing YTD contributions to $152,194.45. Tithe checks 
for $8,876.76 and $2,958.92 representing donations received 
through June 30 were sent to St. Benedictõs parish and Benet 
Hills Monastery for their respective capital campaigns. Con-
struction on the Elevator and Side Vestibule remodel project is 
pending on completion of the Regional Building Commission 
Review. Review should be completed in two weeks. The side 
entrance will not be available after that date until the project 
is completed around Christmas. 
   The parish is in the process of acquiring a color printer/copier 
to facilitate ministry needs. Computer / Network enhancements 
are underway. 
   We anticipate a new digital soundboard being acquired for 
the parish sometime in September. 
We are in the process of receiving options for our landscap-
ing / water reduction project. Once the contractors are finished 
with their proposals, the options will be brought to the parish 
for input.
