Lenten Mission:  New Words é.. 
deeper Meaning, same Mass  
Parish Lenten Mission -Coming, March, 2011

We will soon be hearing new words to familiar prayers at 
Mass.  A revised English translation of the Mass texts is 
currently being prepared.  These texts are found in the 
ritual book called the Roman Missal.  The third edition of 
the Roman Missal was published in Latin in 2002, and this 
is the first major revision of the English Mass texts since 
1973.  The Mass is not changing, but this English transla-
tion will be closer to the original Latin texts and will give 
deeper meaning to the celebration. 
 
Come hear, experience and prayerfully consider this Len-
ten Mission as a time to deepen your appreciation of the 
Mass, as  the entire Church prepares for the coming of 
Easter and new life in Christ. 
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Welcome People of the Eucharist! 
  
 Every time we Catholics participate in the 

mass, we hear ñdo this in my memory!ò.     This com-

mand of Christ is not only about continuing His pres-

ence through the Holy Eucharistic Sacrifice and Meal.  

It is about doing what He did and wants to do in us and  

with us for others.  As Christ takes, blesses, breaks and 

gives the bread, and as he pours out his blood from the cup, we are command-

ed to do likewise for others.  And we are to do this in his memory. 

 Allowing ourselves to see the image of  God in another, and to break 

open and give our hearts for another isnôt always comfortable.  So often this 

choice to be eucharist for another puts us in personal risk.  The risk of being 

misunderstood, or rejected, or taken advantage of; the risk of being delayed in 

meeting our own tasks on time; or even the risk of being physically abused. 

 To ñdo this in my memoryò means making moral choices that are 

often contrary to the dominate way of making choices in our families, among 

our friends or in our nation.  ñDoing in his memoryò compels us to develop a 

Eucharistic morality fed and nourished by Christôs presence in the Holy Eu-

charist.  As St. Augustine reminds us, ñ we become what we see and eat.ò 

 We have many models for making moral choices. As Americans we 

have inherited a legal system intended to protect and safe guard the communi-

ty and the individual.  We can make moral choices according to the letter of 

the law. 

 As Americans, we are on the run to meet this or that deadline, to 

make and meet our own plans that we have for our own enjoyment or our per-

ceived security.  We get the job done!  And this entails our making moral 

choices along the way driven by our desired goals. 

 And as Catholic Americans we can make choices that reflect what 

we value most in our lives: the presence of Christ who calls to put our rela-

tionships with Him and Others at the center of our lives.  We are in a love 

covenant with God and each other, called to ñdo this in my memoryò, to make 

the New Covenant in Christ as the source and summit of our choice making.  

And to make choices out of Godôs love for us and others often will put us at 

risk with the law, with our desire to meet our goals, our plans, our desires and 

to do so when and how we want to.  To make choices motivated from Christôs 

command ñdo this in my memoryò will often disturb my comfort zoneé. But 

will reveal a joy far greater than keeping the letter of the law, or achieving my 

goals when and where and how I think I know best. 

 Doing this ñin My Memoryò will testify to the presence of Christ in 

our lives.  Doing this ñin My Memoryò will awaken us in our development of 

a ñSacramental moralityò,  a pattern of making choices that bring to life our 

sacraments, the real presence of Christ for others. 
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Holy Apostles, TEAM HOPE, is having itôs annual pre-season Training 
Camp on September 18, and the team needs you!   
 
Last season we identified TEAM EVIL as one of our biggest opposing 
teams that we would need to confront, with the power of Jesus.  This 
year our team is preparing to take the Eucharist into the world as a 
living witness of hope in Christ.  In preparing for this new assignment, 
we will change our strategy by looking at 
some new plays (revisions in the Liturgy), 
different positions (where is God calling me?), 
and coming off injured reserve (What keeps 
me from playing?). 
 
Come and be spiritually conditioned and 
nourished at the table,  so that you are ready 
to play the ñGame of Lifeò as team HOPE!
